TOOTSIE
In the beginning, I was lost about what film to teach. I had only viewed about 25 of the 100 films on the film list.  I went to the local library, and I checked out a bunch of different titles. As I was checking out, the librarian was shocked to see that I was taking out classics, and not the Sex and the City Movie. She asked why I needed all the movies, and I told her I was completing a project for my graduate class. She put her own input in, and suggested to work with Tootsie or One Flew over the Cuckoos Nest. I had viewed One Flew over the Cuckoos Nest in high school, but I really was interested to see what Tootsie was all about. The DVD cover in itself intrigued me to look further at that the ideas presented in the film. I watched the film once, and I thought it was funny. I watched the film again, and I observed several different gender roles and observations towards the relationships in the film. I furthered my research by going to Google. I Googled Tootsie, and I came across one or two essays about Gender Roles. I read through the essays, and this was the inspiration for my film unit. 
One week and 33 pages later, I have worked on unit which I think is interesting and thought provoking for high school students. (I hope you do too!) I think the film unit would work best at an older grade level, because they would be readily exposed to most of the gender roles used in American Society. This unit could work for any type of classroom as well. It could be used an honors setting or a regular classroom. Each day does have multiple components, but the teacher could easily stretch the activities into an additional day or two if a discussion or activity goes longer than expected. Finally, I hope you enjoy reading over the unit, and if you have any questions feel free to email me about it!

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:

Has American Culture and Society placed a stigma over young adults about the type of person they should be based on their gender? Over the course of the following days, students will be looking at Gender Roles in film, Tootsie. Students will analyze, discuss, synthesize, and interpret gender roles from the film and further dive into the media by looking at advertisements, commercials and documentaries. Using their own personal experiences, students will be asked to complete an interpretative project based on Gender Roles by making a Photo Story to call for change in our society.
LESSON 1: “Introduction to Tootsie”
____________________________________________________

what’s on for today and why?

Hello Tootsie. Today, will be the first day of the film unit and the introduction to the film, Tootsie. First, students will be looking at the DVD Cover to make predictions based on the image provided. Second, the students will be analyzing the introduction to further their predictions about the film, and analyze the visual techniques used to enhance films. Third, a discussion will form based on the predictions and introduction. Lastly, students will be synthesizing all the information from the discussion to write a film treatment for the rest of the film for homework.

Synthesis, analysis, and interpretation are three verbs which will be used during this lesson. Students should begin to synthesize information from their predictions based on the DVD cover, and the opening minutes of the introduction of the film. Analysis will come into play in the discussion by evaluating each other’s information and bringing it together. Finally, the students will be using the information to make interpretations and write their own film treatment for the remainder of the film. 
what to do:
1. DVD COVER

The teacher will distribute copies of the DVD cover for the students to look at while completing the DO NOW. The “DO NOW” will be composed of prediction questions for the students to begin a discussion about the film. The student’s desks will be arranged in a horseshoe shape, and each student may work with another peer to answer the following questions.
DO NOW QUESTIONS:

· What do you think this film will be about? Why?

· What does the cover tell you about the film? Who is that character depicted?

· Do you have any predictions about the themes present in this film?

The teacher will be circling the class, and answering any questions the students may have about the questions. The teacher will ask for responses to the prediction questions after the Introduction of the movie has been shown.
2. introduction
First, the teacher will distribute a handout to be used while watching the introduction. The students are expected to take notes on the handout while the introduction is playing. The teacher will begin to play the introduction and opening minutes of the film Tootsie. The film should run for the first six or seven minutes of the film until the Birthday Party Scene. The teacher will keep his or her own observations to themselves until the class begins discussion. The teacher should play about seven or eight minutes of the beginning of the film, so the students can get a grasp of what is going on in the film. The teacher will give the students time after the introduction is over to write down any last minute thoughts.
PLEASE SEE HANDOUT.
3. DISCUSSION of the introduction and facts about tootsie
 First, the teacher should ask about the predictions and receive feedback back based on the DO NOW questions. After that, the teacher can begin discussion of the observations. Time permitting, the teacher can ask each individual student what they observed or simply go through the ten categories asking for an example of each from multiple students. The teacher may want to add his or her observations as well. The teacher will also distribute a handout based on the facts of Tootsie. The teacher will take any closing questions based on both activities and the fact sheet, and will remind the students to hand in the observation sheet with their homework tomorrow.

PLEASE SEE FACT HANDOUT.
4. homework- film treatment
Students will be instructed to hold on to their observation sheets. For homework, students will be asked to write a film treatment about the rest of the film. Students should consider what they saw during the introduction, because it will help them come up with ideas for the rest of the film. The teacher should expect the assignment to about one to two pages long, and include one scene which is vividly described and very detailed orientated. The teacher will explain the assignment to the class, and take any additional questions.

PLEASE SEE HOMEWORK HANDOUT.
how did it GO?
The goal of this lesson is to train students to start looking at film in a more critical way. Students are expected to see how each of the ten categories from the observation sheet can and make a film different and unique from one another. The prediction activity at the beginning was given to students to show not to judge a book by its cover. A majority if not all of the students have not seen the movie, and giving that extra added element of surprise makes them concentrate and work harder on the observation portion of the activity. Also, starting the film with activities like this allows student to view the entire film with that added closeness and shows that they really are paying attention.

If the film treatments are handed in detailed and thought provoking, the teacher should know the introduction activity paid off. Students will now be more skilled at adding details and talking about different elements of film in their writing. This activity will be based on a point scale which fits in with the other activities for the unit. Most likely the teacher should grade more creative and interesting summaries with a score closer to 25 points. And less creative and detailed descriptions lower than 25 points.

LESSON 2: “More Tootsie”

____________________________________________________

WHAT’S ON FOR TODAY AND WHY?

What is a Boy? What is a Girl? The topic of gender roles will be introduced by reviewing a newspaper article. Students will be teaching each other sections of the article, and the teacher will emphasize the idea and definitions of gender roles before showing the film with a handout. The handout will contain instructions for “What to Look For” while watching the film, Tootsie. Specifically, students will be asked to look for detailed examples of gender roles in the film, and take thorough notes to write a summary of the relationships and examples for homework.
American Culture has placed labels within gender roles, and most people are not aware of the severity which lies behind them. This is an introductory lesson which leads into more detailed lessons about the topic of gender roles in American Society. This lesson allows the students to think critically and analyze the characters in the film. The teacher is expecting the students to look at the film in a more analytically to dig deeper beyond the surface and find the true meaning of the gendered relationships in the film.
WHAT TO DO:

1. “DO NOW” GENDER ROLE NEWSPAPER ARTICLE
The class will be arranged into groups of three before the period begins. As the students walk into the class, the teacher will distribute the newspaper article and randomly assign students to sit in the groups of three. Each student will read one section of the handout, and be responsible for writing down three important facts about the section to share with the other group members. The students will exchange information with each other.

PLEASE SEE “DO NOW” OVERHEAD.
2. DEFINING GENDER ROLES
The teacher will now distribute a gender role definition sheet. The teacher will ask for examples of gender roles according to the newspaper article, and take any additional questions about the ideas associated with this topic. The teacher should also reference the bottom of the handout to emphasize the student’s task while watching the clips of the movie. Students will be specifically looking for examples of gender roles in the film, Tootsie, and should take detailed notes to write a summary for homework.
PLEASE SEE GENDER ROLE HANDOUT. (2, 3, 4)
3. TOOTSIE SCENES 

There are several examples of gender roles in the film, but some of the best are featured in the following scenes. The teacher can jump around in the film, and assume the students will be able to access this DVD at home for clarification. The film should remain on for the rest of the period with little or no discussion from the teacher. The students should be concentrated on taking notes, so they can further dissect the relationships for homework.
Possible Scenes:

· Start/Jeff’s Play

· Surprise Party

· Dorothy Meets Ron

· Reading for the Part and the beginning of the Russian Tea Room. 
· Tootsie

· The First Scene

· Les and Dorothy

· Baby Trouble

· Making Her Move

4. HOMEWORK 

Now that the students are more familiar with the ideas associated with gender roles, and they also have been introduced to the topic. The students will be synthesizing their notes from class, and analyzing the examples and relationships which they found while watching the film. The students should include the most detailed information, and be able to discuss their findings the following day in class. The students will also be able to reference the Gender Role Article, as well as the definition sheet, and the DVD at home for clarification if needed.

HOW DID IT GO?
If all goes according to plan, the students should have an understanding of Gender Roles after reading the newspaper article in groups, reviewing the hand out, and applying their new found knowledge by looking for examples in the film. Again, this is just the first day of introducing the Gender Roles to the class. The students will grasp and have a better understanding of the topic as the week moves forward. In addition to the students possessing a greater understanding for the topic, the teacher should also notice their ability to analyze and think critically about character relationships within the film.
If the students understand the beginnings of the topic of Gender Roles, a teacher will see good observations and detailed examples in their summaries. This also helps the teacher improve anything in the lesson, and focus on better understanding of comprehension in the future. This could be a grading scale for the summaries:

· A Check Plus for Summaries that are complete and provide detailed examples.

· A Check for Summaries that are fairly complete and provide adequate examples.

· A Check-Minus for Summaries that are incomplete or provide vague examples.

With More Equity, More Sweat

Men and women have declared a cease-fire in the war that raged between the sexes through much of the last half of this century. In its place, they face common new enemies – the stress, lack of time and financial pressure of modern life. 

A new national survey has found that after nearly a generation of sharing the workplace and renegotiating domestic duties, most men and women agree that increased gender equity has enriched both sexes. But both also believe that the strains of this relatively new world have made building successful marriages, raising children and leading satisfying lives ever more difficult. 

The problem that now unites them, as warehouse operations manager James Lindow, 35, of Green Bay, Wis., put it, is "the lack of time you spend with your life." 

Large majorities of more than 4,000 men and women questioned in a series of surveys last fall placed high importance on having a successful marriage and family. At the same time, equally large majorities of working men and women said they felt bad about leaving their children in the care of others, and wished they could devote more time to their families and themselves. 

Surprisingly, although men and women agreed they should have equal work opportunities, and men said they approved of women working outside the home, large majorities of both said it would be better if women could instead stay home and just take care of the house and children.

Majorities of men and women believe there still are more advantages to being a man rather than a woman, and that most men don't understand the problems women face. And the survey shows that in some areas, the reality of daily existence for two-career families still has not caught up with changed attitudes. 

Most men in the polls said they were happy to share child care and domestic chores with wives who work outside the home. Yet household duties remain sharply divided along gender lines. Working mothers still do twice as much housework as their husbands, and more than half of all women questioned expressed at least some dissatisfaction with the amount of help their husbands provide around the house. 

"I think men are beginning to get it, at least some are, some of the time," said survey respondent Traci Hughes-Velez, 34, of Brooklyn, N.Y., director of compensation for a major corporation. "But there are times they don't. My husband just doesn't seem to get it when I tell him that I feel I'm always on duty. When we're at home, I'm the one who always has an eye out for our son, making sure he's eating on time, things like that." 

The survey shows that real differences in perspective and perception remain between the sexes. Men are more likely to support increases in defense spending; women more favorably disposed toward health care for uninsured children. Women are more likely than men to be religious and to value close friendships; men are more likely than women to want successful careers and wealth, and more likely to value an "active sex life." 

But rather than emphasizing their differences and blaming many of life's problems on each other, men and women share a sense of conflict and confusion about how to make it all work under today's pressures. To a large extent, the politics of resentment have become the politics of fatigue. 

Jobs Change, Chores Don't 
In just the past three decades, most Americans agree that changing gender roles have dramatically altered their lives at work and at home. 

Government statistics confirm what they see every day: The world of work is increasingly a man's and a woman's world. Between 1970 and 1995, the percentage of women ages 25 to 54 who worked outside the home climbed from 50 percent to 76 percent, sociologists Suzanne Bianchi and Daphne Spain reported in their recent book "Balancing Act." 

Other numbers tell a richer story. The percentage of lawyers and judges who are women doubled to 29 percent between 1983 and 1996, while the percentage of female physicians increased from 16 to 26 percent. Today, nearly a third of all professional athletes are women – almost double the proportion in 1983. 

Women currently make up nearly half of all entry- and mid-level managers in American corporations, up from 17 percent in 1972. But the executive suite remains disproportionately male: A 1995 survey of Fortune 500 corporations found that only 1 in 10 corporate officers and fewer than 3 percent of all chief executive officers are women. 

In higher education, gender equity is a reality. Slightly more than half of all bachelor's degrees were awarded to women last year, and the percentage of doctoral degrees granted to white women has increased from 25 percent in 1977 to 44 percent in 1993. Among African Americans, women receive more of the doctorates. 

At home, men do more around the house than their fathers ever did. But the burden still falls on women: On average, working mothers do about 20 hours of housework a week, down from 30 hours two decades ago, while their husbands are doing 10 hours a week, up from 5 hours, Bianchi said in the book. And it's still women who say they're responsible for the way the house looks, according to the Post-Kaiser-Harvard polls. 

The survey of couples with children found that women still do most of the food shopping, laundry, cooking, cleaning, arranging for child care and babysitters, and taking children to appointments or after-school activities – even when both parents work full time. Men tend to mow the lawn, shovel the snow and take out the trash, the survey found. 

In important ways, the survey suggests that we have yet to find new patterns of living that recognize the real workloads of two-career couples with children, and some resentment, nostalgia and fatigue are reflected in the survey results. 

"I work, my husband works, I come home and I work. I clean the house and I do my laundry," said Susan Gehrke, 44, a tenant assistant for the elderly in La Crosse, Wis. "Someone comes over and the house is a mess, they don't look at the man and think, 'What a slob,' they look at her and say, 'What a slob.' " 

Said Lindow, 35, the Green Bay warehouse operations manager, whose wife also works full time: "Your kids are going to the day care, or wherever they are taken care of by somebody else. By the time you get done with your job, you've got to rush home and make supper, do whatever, and then you have to run your kids somewhere else. You don't get enough time to spend with your wife anymore, either, because you are both working. You're lucky if you get to see your wife one or two hours a day. What kind of quality time is that?" 

Age, more than sex, shapes attitudes toward the changing roles of men and women, the survey suggests. Younger men and women were far more likely than their elders to say the change in gender roles has made their lives better. 

"These changes have made a lot of people's lives better and it's made some people's lives worse," said the 32-year-old Sande, who is single. He added: "Any time there is a change like there has been in my generation, there is always going to be some growing pains. But as a whole I think it's moving toward the direction of making things easier, better." 

Powerful social and economic forces nourish and sustain the trends that create these tensions. Two out of three men and women surveyed agreed that it takes two incomes to get by these days; about half the respondents – men and women – said they work mostly because they must. 

One out of every five working women said she would cheerfully quit her job if only she could afford to – but so did 1 in 5 men surveyed. Today, even mid-career crises are gender-neutral. 

"I did stay home with my daughter the first couple years, but financially you just can't make it on one salary anymore," said Kelly Lynn Cruz, 22, of Henderson, Md., who is between jobs and has one child and another on the way. "It's hard on my family, anyway. I don't get to spend as much time with my child. The housework isn't always done, which makes me feel like I'm not always doing my job." 

Why is the housework her work? "It just is," she said with a laugh, adding that "he helps. But it's mainly my job. I take care of the inside, he takes care of the outside." 

Perhaps not even the '50s housewife worked this hard at home: "I've had grandmothers tell me their daughters work far harder and spend more time with their children than they did" in the 1950s, said Sharon Hays, a sociologist at the University of Virginia who studies family structure. 

Many Americans say that mounting pressures to be it all and to have it all put many relationships on the rocks. In the survey, 7 in 10 said there's too much pressure on both men and women today to realize the American ideal: marriage, family and a successful career. Many survey respondents in subsequent interviews said they put the pressure on themselves. Not surprisingly, those who felt this tension most acutely also were more likely to say it's harder to make marriages and families work. 

"There's too much pressure on everyone, period, whether they're men or women," said Karen Mapp, a 42-year-old PhD candidate and researcher in Boston. 

No Going Back 
In response to these pressures, 4 in 10 of those surveyed said, it would be better to return to the gender roles of the 1950s, a dimly remembered world of television's Ozzie and Harriet and their blithe suburban existence. 

"I definitely think it would be good to go back," said Rose Pierre-Louis, 40, a social worker in Brooklyn, N.Y., who was among those interviewed in the poll. "Kids aren't being raised, they're just growing up. Nobody's getting married anymore. There's no respect between men and women, [or from] children for their parents." 

But just as many Americans say they aren't eager to go back – particularly young people, who do not bear the burden of their parents' nostalgia. 

"I've never been under the impression that I couldn't do something because I was a woman," said Jennifer Wedberg, 25, a graphics designer who lives in Lisle, Ill. "It would be a shame if things went back to the way they were in the '50s. ... It's easier to grow up knowing that some day you're just going to get married and be a mom or a wife, and now it's more complex, you have to figure out what you want to do with your life. ... But I think more choices is always a good thing." 

Young women like Wedberg have many of the same conflicts – over whether to stay home or take an outside job after having children – that their mothers might have had. But they also believe they are entitled to be full participants in areas of life their mothers had to fight to enter, and they assume their personal identity includes a job or a career. Similarly, young men generally accept that their lives at work and in the home have changed, and with these transformations have come new duties, responsibilities and rewards. "I'd just as soon stay home with the kids," said Lindow, who added that it doesn't bother him that his wife has a better job than he does. 

"I think a lot of the problems we hear of now are because we have raised our standards," said Christopher M. Moeller, 22, a radio reporter in Des Moines. "We're more involved in each other's lives. ... We value equality, we value everybody wanting to have self-esteem, to get everything they want, and I don't see where imposing a limit on more than half of our population accomplishes that." 

GENDER ROLES

WHAT IS MALE? WHAT IS FEMALE?

Any person might have a different answer to this essential question, and it could possibly depend on how that person was brought up as a child or it could heavily depend on their culture. What is your answer? Recently, Americans have become obsessed with the idea of Gender Roles which can affect the home, workplace, school, and personal lives. Although, Gender Roles may vary, here are some definitions that might help you as you look for examples in Tootsie.
Gender Role: 
Arbitrary rules, assigned by society, that define what clothing, behaviors, thoughts, feelings, relationships, etc. are considered appropriate and inappropriate for members of each sex. Some clothing, behaviors, etc. are considered appropriate for members of both sexes. Which things are considered masculine, feminine, or neutral varies according to location, class, occasion, and numerous other factors. 
Gender:
A psychological gender role. Masculine or feminine.
Feminine:
The gender role assigned to females.

Masculine:
The gender role assigned to males.
Today’s Assignment AND HOMEWORK:

While looking at the scenes of Tootsie, look for specific examples of Gender Roles within the characters.  This is not limited to Dustin Hoffman’s character, but you should look at all the characters in the film. Be sure to take detailed and thorough notes, because for homework you will be synthesizing the information into a summary of the observations you have noticed.

While watching the film you might want to consider:

· How do female/male characters dress? Is that typical?

· How do female/male characters interact with each other? Are there any attitudes present toward each other because of their gender?

· How does the movie depict class, success, and wealth?

· Do you see any characteristics which are typically masculine done by females?

· Do you see any characteristics which are typically feminine done by males?

LESSON 3: Possible Resolutions?
WHAT’S ON FOR TODAY AND WHY?

Making conclusions, and synthesizing ideas together. First, a discussion of homework and the teacher should ask students what they noticed and observed in the film. The discussion can last as long or short as the teacher wants or how much the student’s want to share.  Second, the remainder of the period will be watching the ending of the film. The students should focus on the characters looking at how they have changed, or not changed during the course of the film. The students will be able to tell this by the sections of the DVD covered in class, and it is not necessary to show the entire film. 
This activity should be able to link the idea of gender roles and the film together, and leave the students with some thoughts to form their own interpretations. This film was made in 1982, but gender roles still exist today. The homework will concern the student’s personal experiences about gender roles, and their thoughts on this issue. The personal connection is very powerful for students, and it allows them to express their opinions on their controversial issue. Also, the students will have the option of offering some solutions for change and awareness of gender roles in American society.
WHAT TO DO:

1. DISCUSSION OF HOMEWORK 
The teacher will start the discussion by asking students to share examples from the summaries completed for homework. Students may want to share many examples, or the teacher could begin the discussion with one example that he or she noticed while watching the film. Either way, this activity is done to tie up loose ends and help students understand each other and the examples chosen in their summaries. 
2. REMAINING SCENES OF TOOTSIE

Before playing the film, the teacher should instruct the students to copy down a question in their notebook. The question is as follows: Is there change or resolution in any of the characters in this film? If so, why do you think they changed their attitudes toward gender roles? Is there a character which specifically changed more than another? The film will play for the remainder of the period. The teacher should start the film at the scene:
· Late Night Visit – A Better Man
3. HOMEWORK
Students will be asked to form their own thoughts based on gender roles, and offer some suggestions for change. Essential Question: What can we do about the gender roles given to people in American Society? Students should think about this answer as they write the homework assignment. The students should use this homework as a way to express and gives examples of personal experiences with gender roles which may have affected their own lives.

HOW DID IT GO?
Today, the students will be watching the end of the film, and making connections to their personal life. This is a great example of synthesizing information, and applying it to real life experiences. If students feel uncomfortable about relating gender roles to their own lives, they can always write about ways which they see gender roles occurring in American society and what roles American culture has established. The one page homework assignment will be used as a basis for the culminating project of this unit plan. For the culminating project, the students will be asked to make a Photo Story about gender roles, and ideas which are present about them in American Society. The one page assignment will become their guide as they complete the narrative for the Photo Story, but if necessary they may modify the narrative accordingly.

There is no formal grade given for this activity, but the student should expect to put adequate effort into writing this assignment. This writing assignment will only benefit him or her in the future while completing their Photo Story Project. A student/teacher generated rubric will be completed in class to use to grade the Photo Story and Presentation. 
HOMEWORK 
Although Tootsie was made in 1982, it still provides great examples of how gender roles have formed and made an impression on American Society. So what is the answer? How can we change this? And make people more aware of the gender roles associated with different people? Please write a one page thought about how gender roles may have affected you or someone else OR you may write about how gender roles are being expressed in American society. This is your own analysis and interpretation. Feel free to include any solutions or ideas you have for change about this controversial issue. 

Keep in mind this is part of a larger project, so try to put your best effort forward!

LESSON 4: “Gender Roles in Advertisements”
_______________________________________
WHATS ON FOR TODAY AND WHY: 

Gender roles exist in other places besides film and in magazine and media advertisements as well. Today, the students will look further to analyze advertisements in popular Magazines. Students will be able to assess how accurately the ads portray American culture by relating the ad’s to the film and their personal experiences in the culminating activity of the Photo Story. Students will also be able to identify characteristics which are contributing to the formulation of stereotypes and roles in American society.
Students will be asked to look at their favorite advertisements, and write about why they like this advertisement. Students will participate in a group discussion about culture, and also participate in group work which is designated to address controversial advertisements and the meaning behind them. The teacher will be circling the room, interjecting into conversations, and helping the students make decisions based on the material provided. Finally, students will be asked to find a television commercial on YouTube and analyze the commercial just as the advertisement for homework.
WHAT TO DO:
1. Favorite Advertisement

Ask students to take out a blank piece of paper, and write about their favorite magazine or newspaper advertisement based on this question: What makes this advertisement stand out to you? Do you think it has significant meaning to other beside you? How is the person represented in society? Why is it your favorite? Students will be asked to silently write for five minutes about a brief description of the advertisement. Students could write about what makes them attracted to this form of advertisement and why they like the visuals. The students will be prearranged and put into groups before the period begins to minimize time of choosing groups during the period. After the silent writing, the students will discuss their writing and findings with another peer in the group. 

2. What is Culture? 

Teacher will bring attention to the front of the classroom, and pose a question for discussion. The teacher will ask: What is Culture? How does your favorite advertisement influence culture? The teacher will ask for responses to the question from the class, and imply that gender roles based on American Culture have possibly influenced the media to create these forms of advertisements. 

3. Group Work

Teacher will distribute a handout and packet of controversial magazine advertisements to each group. Students will be asked to address the questions, and each writes the answers on their handout. The handout will be collected at the end of the period to evaluate the lesson, and show means for improvement for the next time the lesson is conducted. The teacher will be circling the room, stimulating and moving conversation in the groups, and making sure the students are on task throughout the activity. The teacher will also be posing questions to promote questions. For example, I see that you wrote this advertisement is strictly masculine because of the color use. Why do you think the color use is so masculine? Why can’t females be associated with the color blue?

4. Homework
Back to the student’s favorite advertisement. Today, the class has analyzed several advertisements, now the student will be asked to write a paragraph or so about the gender roles present in their favorite advertisement. In addition to writing about your favorite advertisement, the student will be asked to explore YouTube for a commercial which displays gender roles. If the student chose an advertisement which doesn’t apply to gender roles or would like to rethink their answers, the student can explore Google Images to find an adequate example. Each student should submit one or two paragraphs about their favorite commercial and one or two paragraphs on their favorite magazine advertisement. If possible, the student can email the teacher the commercial to show in class for the next day.

HOW DID IT GO? 
The students should have ample understanding of how gender roles are prevalent in advertisements. The cooperative learning and group work will give every student a chance to participate in the classroom activity and discussion. Often group works lend well for each student to have his or her voice heard. Also, the teacher will be able to facilitate and interject to the discussion by walking around the classroom and monitoring the activity of the groups.
By looking over the homework summaries for the advertisement and the commercial, a teacher can evaluate the student’s level of comprehension as well as change anything in the lesson for the next year. The students will be utilizing technology to find a commercial on YouTube, and will be applying the discussion questions to another form of Media Advertisements rather than just the Magazine Advertisements. The teacher can grade the summaries on the following scale:

· A Check Plus for Summaries that are complete and accurate

· A Check for Summaries that are fairly complete and accurate

· A Check-Minus for Summaries that are incomplete or inaccurate

LESSON 5: “Documentary Clips and Photo Stories”
WHAT’S ON FOR TODAY AND WHY?
Today, the students will be looking at the documentary clips from YouTube involving how gender roles have affected the American youth. The class will be watching a feminine based gender clip first, and the second will be geared toward young males. This is a great way to synthesize and show how the media, advertisements, commercials, and gendered stereotypes affect American Society. There will also be a brief discussion of the commercials analyzed for homework, and students may want to share their commercial with the class. Students should take notes while watching the documentary clips, and be prepared to discuss anything they found interesting while watching. Next, the students will be introduced to their final project. The final project will be creating a Photo Story of gender roles in American Society. The students will be looking for images on the internet, and incorporating their written thought about gender roles as the narrative to the Photo Story. Finally, the students and teacher will begin to think about a rubric to grade the Photo Story and the Presentation.
The documentary clips are a good way for the students to start thinking about their Photo Story. Upon the completion of the unit, the students should be able to make their own connections and interpretations about gender roles to create their ideas of gender roles. The Photo Story will be posted on YouTube, and be presented to the class so it creates an authentic audience. When creating an authentic audience, students tend to do their best and work hard on the project. Finally, by creating a teacher and student generated rubric, the students will know what is expected and what they put into this project. In incorporating multiple resources of technology, and critical thinking activities, students should be successful at the end of the film unit and come away with an understanding of film and gender roles.

WHAT TO DO:

1. DISCUSS HOMEWORK

The teacher should check his or her email prior to class to see if any students have emailed links to YouTube commercials to discuss. If no student feels comfortable to speak about their commercial, the teacher should show one or two to have a discussion about how a male or female is portrayed. The discussion should be brief, because this is an exercise for understanding since the students learned the general concept yesterday while looking at advertisements.
2. DOCUMENTARY CLIPS

After the discussion, the teacher should begin to show the documentary clips. The first documentary is geared toward young American females, and the second is geared toward young American males. The students should take notes on a separate piece of paper about the images used, and the messages being portrayed in the documentary while watching. The teacher will take any questions about the documentaries after both clips are shown.

3. INTRODUCE  FINAL PROJECT

Teacher will introduce the final project to the class and take commentary from the documentaries. Ask the students, if they see the comparison? That gender roles can be harmful and ask who they think is the victim? The teacher should assume that the students have worked with Photo Story before, and are familiar with the project. Also, the teacher should allow for the entire weekend plus one additional day to complete the project. The Photo Story should be about one or two minutes long, and created by the guidelines on the Photo Story Handout. The teacher will review the handout with the students, and take any additional questions about the project before beginning the teacher and student generated rubric.

4. STUDENT GENERATED RUBRIC

The teacher will distribute a blank rubric to the class. In addition, to completing the Photo Story for homework, the students should come up with three criteria to grade the Photo Story.  For example, the criteria could be based on the quality of images, fitting music, and ideas in the narrative.  For now, the teacher will ask the students to choose three criteria for the presentation. The teacher can write down a laundry list of criteria on the board, and as a class the students can choose the top three to be graded on. This activity will be completed again for the Photo Story criteria.

HOW DID IT GO?

At the end of the week, the students should fully understand how American society and culture can make negative associations to gender roles. The students will synthesize and evaluate the information into their own personal experience and connections by making a Photo Story. If the students have listened all week, they should be able to create a Photo Story with no problem. The Photo Story is a great way to display the student’s knowledge of this topic, because it encompasses writing, speaking, and visuals. Also, each activity during the week helps the student build their understanding, and notice details not just of film, but their surroundings. The teacher should hope the students will think critically, and be able to make their own decisions about American Society and Culture.

Grading a Photo Story project looks more difficult than it really is, and for this reason the students and teacher should devise a rubric together. The criteria for the presentation can be developed prior to the completion of the Photo Story, and the Photo Story criteria should be generated on the first day of presentations. Also, by allowing students to post their Photo Story on YouTube and completing a presentation of it makes an authentic audience for the student’s standards to be higher.  Completing the rubric is self explanatory, but to see how one might turn out look at the rubric below.

After this week, you should be able to define gender roles and how the roles can affect a person. Specifically, the media is one outlet to blame for the images, ideas, and judgments it places on people in American Society. So what can we do about this? One way to look at controversial issues is to create awareness about it.
1. Please create a narrative to go along with your Photo Story. Ironically, you already have done so by writing the one page thought earlier in the week! Simply, record the thought into your computer, and Viola! Now this will become your narration! If you hadn’t done so already, please include at least one suggestion for change.
2. Go to Google Images or search the Internet for images which represent what you are talking about. You may want to include some of the advertisements we discussed earlier in the week. The Photo Story should be about 0ne to Two minutes long, so please find enough images to mark up this time.
3. Find a track of music to accompany your narrative and images. The music should be fitting with the tone of your narrative and images which you have depicted. 

4. Post your Photo Story to YouTube. This makes your project now intended for a real and authentic audience, and is one way to promote change and create awareness. Secondly, it is easier to access in the classroom.

5. Be prepared to present the Photo Story to the entire class. Say a brief sentence or two prior to the start of the presentation to emphasis the meaning of your Photo Story.
6. The presentations may take longer than a day to complete. Please be respectful of the student’s in the classroom, and give your full attention while each person is presenting their project!
