METHODS I LESSON PLAN FORMAT 

Course/Grade Level: Grade Nine, Two Forty-Minute Sessions
Big Ideas/Long-Term Goals: 

· Students will be proficient in a number of ways of presenting written information in a clear, persuasive manner to any audience they want to present information to.
· Students will be skilled at getting useful peer feedback on their writing and will appreciate and use that feedback appropriately.
· Students will be critical thinkers.

State & National Standards:

New York State Standards:

· Students will read, write, listen, and speak for social interaction.

· Students will read, write, listen, and speak for critical analysis and evaluation.
National Standards:

· Students apply a wide range of strategies to comprehend, interpret, evaluate, and appreciate texts. They draw on their prior experience, their interactions with other readers and writers, their knowledge of word meaning and of other texts, their word identification strategies, and their understanding of textual features (e.g., sound-letter correspondence, sentence structure, context, graphics).
· Students use spoken, written, and visual language to accomplish their own purposes (e.g., for learning, enjoyment, persuasion, and the exchange of information).
· Students employ a wide range of strategies as they write and use different writing process elements appropriately to communicate with different audiences for a variety of purposes.
Lesson Objectives:

·  Students will be able to analyze and understand the purpose of advertisements and writing styles in the media. 
· Students will create their own advertisement pamphlets for the texts in cooperative groups which will be used for future Ninth Grade English classes.

· The students will use peer feedback from their group members in order to decide how the pamphlet will be revised and written.

· Students will be able to advertise their pamphlet to the class to practice and develop presentation skills. 
· Students will be able to use assessment skills to determine which novels were effective and which were not. 

· Students will be able to review concepts and facts about each novel during the creation of the pamphlet as well as during the presentations.
Motivation:

 Student feedback is often forgotten about or not recognized in the classroom. Students will be learning about methods of advertising-the pamphlet. Students will learn how to read advertisements and pick out intended audiences. In this lesson, students will become critical thinkers as they learn how to analyze advertisements first and then make their own pamphlet advertisements for a novel which was read during the academic year. Students will present their pamphlet and information about the novel focusing on the aspect to reconsider reading the novels in the upcoming year. Also, Students will be reviewing each text as they hear the presentations. This will allow students to recognize and review the texts for their final. This activity allows students feedback to be recognized by the teacher, and show students can effectively review a text both critically and more informational purposes.
Procedure:
Procedure of Day One: Friday
1. A “Do Now” Handout will be given to students as they enter the classroom. Two advertisements will be posted on the board. The students will be asked to view the advertisements, and they may walk to the board for a closer view. Quietly, students will fill out the graphic organizer on the “Do Now” question handout.  Please see additional handout marked- “Do Now”.  Five Minutes.
2. The teacher and students will now assemble a large circle in the room for discussion. The teacher will begin to ask for answers found in the graphic organizer “Do Now” handout. The teacher will write the student’s answers on the board from the “Do Now” for later reference. Ten Minutes.
3.  The teacher will introduce the idea of the importance of advertising, and show there are several methods and ways to present information to an audience. One method is by using a pamphlet to advertise a topic or subject. The teacher will pass out several pamphlets on different topics to the class showing how a pamphlet works. The teacher will ask students to reference the ideas on the board, and show examples of where they can be found in pamphlets. The teacher will also take additional questions on the method of advertising or how a pamphlet may be used in advertising. Ten Minutes. 
4. The pamphlet assignment handout, presentation handout, and rubric will be distributed. Please see assignment, presentation and rubric handouts. The teacher will also pass around a model pamphlet of this assignment created by him or her. In a class of twenty five students, there will be five groups of five which will be preplanned in order to save time. Students will be randomly assigned to the groups. A list of the student groups will be posted for further clarification. As students receive their assignment sheets they will notice highlighting on the tasks for the pamphlet. Each student will be assigned one part of the writing tasks at random. For example if a student receives “Cliff Hanger”, the student will be responsible for writing a minimum two paragraph cliff hanger for homework. Students are expected to know and be familiar with each aspect of four writing tasks in the pamphlet. Previously, students have been taught the writing tasks during the year.
Note: Each group will receive five assignment sheets, but two tasks will be highlighted twice in each group. Each student must participate in a writing task. All students will participate in creating the cover with art. Five Minutes.
5. Students will move from the large discussion group into their preplanned group of five. The group will appoint one member to draw from a hat one of the following choices: 
· The Lord of the Flies 
· To Kill a Mockingbird 
· Romeo and Juliet 
· Glass Menagerie
· Nothing but the Truth
Note: This is just a range of texts which would have been read during the year. This activity could be done with a countless number of texts and genres. 

Five Minutes.
6. Teacher will go over the tasks of the assignment handout, presentation handout, and rubric. The teacher will take any additional questions a student may have about the assignment. The teacher will also distribute a homework assignment used for reflective purposes on the importance of advertising lesson. Five Minutes.
For Homework, students will be asked to go home and find one advertisement. Students will write a brief paragraph telling if the advertisement is effective or not effective based on what they learned in class. They may use the graphic organizer questions as a basis for the paragraph. Students will bring in the paragraph with the attached advertisement. Students will also be writing their pamphlet task based on the assignment sheet. Finally, students are encouraged to bring in any additional materials for the creation of their pamphlet.
Procedure Day Two: Monday
1. DO NOW- Teacher will have classroom arranged into five groups of five. The teacher will ask the students if anyone wants to share their homework assignment based on finding an advertisement. 

2. The teacher will show a sample of the two paragraph writing assignment on the overhead. The teacher will read the paragraph to the students, and then pose the following questions:

· What was one strength of this piece?

· What was one weakness of this piece?

· What could be added to this piece?

As a class the students and teacher will go over the questions, and open a discussion about the effectiveness of peer revision. A teacher might also ask students about lower order criteria such as grammar, spelling, and organization of the piece. Ten minutes.

3. Each student will switch papers with another group member. The students will read each other’s work, make corrections, and add in important details which a student might have forgotten in their individual paragraphs. Teacher will explain the Peer Revision activity. Teacher will display questions on the Overhead which will be answered by the reviser. The questions will include:

· What was one strength of this piece?

· What was one weakness of this piece?

· What could be added to this piece?

As noted above, two students will have written about the same task. Students will now decide which option is more effective for the pamphlet. Students must revise each other’s homework and make corrections, because this will be a graded portion of the entire project. Ten Minutes.
Note: Teacher will assume that student has learned peer revision skills since the beginning of the grade year. Students have edited and revised many pieces in the past at this point.

4. Students will now transfer answers into the pamphlet, and begin the creative aspect of this activity. Students might draw on their memory for creating the pamphlets based on the pamphlets passed around in the beginning of the class. The teacher will provide magazines, crayons, markers, glue, and other artistic material for the students so that they are able to create their pamphlets. The teacher will be walking around the room and going to each group asking and answering questions a student might have.

Fifteen Minutes.
5. Teacher will bring the class together, and pose a reflective closing question. Students will write a few sentences based on their answer to the following questions:
· Please name one or a few additional details which were added to your revision of your writing task. It can be a detail which was added by you, or it could be one which was added by the entire group. How do you think this detail will benefit your presentation? What is the benefit of changing and adding details to your work?’
Five Minutes.

For Homework, Students will be asked to finish the creative aspect of the pamphlet. Students will also be asked to keep in mind one way to share their writing task with the class during the presentations, which will be occurring during the next few days of class. Each student will be expected to participate in the presentation by presenting their best claim or information about the novel which they are advertising for.
Closure:

The closure for day one occurs in the homework assignment which is assigned that night. Students are asked to find an advertisement and write a brief paragraph based on the advertisements effectiveness. Students may use the graphic organizer to draw on ideas for their paragraph. This activity will allow students to become familiar with the methods of advertisements.  For day two, students are asked to write a brief paragraph in class about peer revision and adding details to their work. This will allow students to notice the importance of peer revision in an assignment. The entire closure for this unit plan will be composing their own pamphlet showcasing their writing, revising, and advertising skills. After the presentations, the students will write a one page self reflective essay on the novels read in class giving suggestions to the teacher about which novels to use in the upcoming year. This activity will let students know their feedback and opinions are valued by the teacher.

Assessment:


This lesson focuses on student’s feedback for the novels taught in the past academic year. Students will be providing honest answers about the novels read, and the teacher can decide to change his or her choice of text accordingly. The teacher will grade the students, A-E, based on the rubric provided in class as well as their answers to the following questions:

· What was successful about this activity?

· What could be improved about this activity?

· What grade would you give yourself on this activity?

Note: The students will receive these questions preprinted on a half sheet of paper.

The teacher will use the questions above as a tool to improve the activity for next year, and gain insightful information about the texts read in the class.
