

HOMEWORK READING SCHEDULE AND BLOG ASSIGNMENTS
DAY ONE, MONDAY:  Read Chapters 1-3 Pgs. 1-14

BLOG ASSIGNMENT, 25 POINTS:

· “Father Came to a halt in front of the main hall, set the brake, pulled my bag out of the boot, and turned to me in what he probably imagined was a soldierly manner. ‘Well he said, ‘this is it.’” (1)

· Write the first blog in your own voice considering the above statement. Imagine your parents have dropped you off at boarding school in a faraway place. How would you feel? Would you any of the same feelings as “H”? 

· After this reading section, you should be able to identify how H feels about St. Oswald’s with the vivid descriptions given.  I want you to do the same, but think about how YOU might feel in this situation.

BLOG ASSIGNMENT, 25 POINTS: 
· “In front of me stood a person about my own age, with black eyes and a quizzical expression. He was slim, slightly taller than average, and barefoot, his thick dark hair unfashionably shaggy. A heavy, old fashioned fisherman’s sweater topped baggy long shorts, chopped down from trousers and rolled. 

He looked impossibly familiar, like a fantasy version of myself with the face I had always hoped would look back at me from a mirror. The bright, flickering quality of his skin reminded me of the surface of the sea. He was almost unbearably beautiful and I had to turn away, overcome with pleasure and longing and a realization of life’s desperate unfairness.” (19)

DAY FIVE, FRIDAY: Finish Reading Chapter 15. In addition, please read 16, 17, and 18. By Monday, you should have read up to page 124.
DUE ON MONDAY, DISCUSSION QUESTION FOR A FISHBOWL:
From H’s perspective, formal schooling is mostly useless and serves only to cement students’ social status and privileges. Finn, on the other hand, is self-taught. Who is more educated? What education do they receive from each other? How do each other educate each other? Look for places in the text which prove the following:
· Who is more educated Finn or “H”?

· Find detailed examples in the text which illustrate each side.
· Please do not converse with other students about your opinion or evidence found.
· Everyone should be prepared! You never know who will be in the fish bowl next!
· Bring a copy to class, as well as post it on your blog AFTER the exercise has been completed so I can grade it!
DAY SIX, MONDAY: Read Chapters 19 and 20. Pgs. 125-133
BLOG ASSIGNMENT, IN YOUR OWN VOICE:
· Simplicity. Finn lives a simplistic life without iPods, computers, television and DVDs. Finn seems to love life, eat off the land, and actually reads to learn and have fun. What do you think? Do you picture yourself in Finn’s position? Could you live in a hut by the sea, eating fish and setting up crab traps? Or are you too self reliant on technology and living with the necessities we use every day? 
· Write a response in your own voice about this idea. I want you to explore either side, but you could explore both if you would like!
